German Eller Ancestors  
 

In the May 2008 issue of the Eller Chronicles (Volume XXI, Issue 3, Pages 13-14) James 

M. (Jim) Eller showed us his line of descent from the immigrant ancestors of the so-

called ñErie Ellersò, Jakob Eller, born 22 June 1797 in Gau-Odernheim, Hesse, Germany 

and his wife Julianne Becker. Although Jim was not able to connect on paper with other 

Eller lines in the US it was discovered through DNA testing that Jim was a cousin of 

descendants in both the John Jakob and Christian lines from the group of five 1740s era 

Eller immigrants that were originally thought to be brothers. 

 This search was an effort to make that paper connection between Jimôs line and the John 

Jakob and Christian lines.  While it was not successful in that regard it did provide 

information on about 50 direct ancestors in Germany for Jimôs line. A possible reason for 

not being able to make the connection between the different lines was the lack of records 

in the primary years of interest (1690-1760) for the village, Eimsheim, Oppenheim, 

Hesse, where many Eller families in that region originated. 

The key item Jim had for his immigrant ancestor was the specific village in Germany 

where the ancestor was born. With that a researcher only needs to search the church 

metrical books from that village to prove the information and then follow the trail 

wherever it leads. Jimôs Eller ancestors in Germany were common people. The Ellers 

themselves were shepherds, while other occupations noted were tailor and shoemaker as 

well as farmer.  

It may be noted that Michael Ellerôs wife, Katharina Neubauer, whom he married in the 

US, also emigrated from the same immediate area of Germany, Albig, Alzey, Hesse, a 

village within 10 kilometers of Gau-Odernheim. Her German ancestors are not shown 

here, but are available from the author.  

Sources for the following information are individual village church metrical books from 

that time period as recorded on FHL microfilms 1475107, 1442054, 1457619, 1457620 

and 1441986. In the family that came to the US these books showed some differences, 

mainly with birth dates, from what Jim had found in his research. Jimôs research results 

and sources are shown as a note in each instance.

2) Johannes and Anna Maria lived in Gau-Odernheim up to the time Anna 
Maria died in May 1789. Then for the last three months of his life Johannes moved to 
Hillesheim, where Georg Conrad, who was from Gau-Odernheim originally, lived after his 
marriage the previous year.

My husband is a descendant of Rosannah Eller, and we have been members of 
the Eller Family Association for several years.  We were finally able to attend one 
of the conferences - the one just held here in Chattanooga.  Hopefully we will be 
able to make more of these conferences in the future. 

 My husband and I do our family research together, but I usually end up being the 
one that writes down the information.  I am attaching an article that might be 
suitable for The Eller Chronicles.  I have some general ideas about preparing 
another article on my husband's grandmother's family.  She was a Fore and 
descended from Calvin Fore and Rosannah Eller through their son, Andrew.

Children of Rosannah Eller and Calvin Fore 

 

 My husband is a descendant of Rosannah Eller and Calvin Fore.  For many years 

we have worked on this family line with sometimes maddeningly slow progress.  As a 

result, we have run numerous queries in genealogical journals, exchanged letters, and 

talked with many people on the telephone.  

 Some years ago we requested a copy of Calvin Foreôs probate proceedings from 

the North Carolina Archives.  A few months after receiving the documents, I received a 

telephone call from a young lady in Utah who was a Fore researcher.  In the course of our 

conversation, she asked if we had seen those court documents about the ñbig family 

fightò over Calvin Foreôs estate.  I had to chuckle at her comments and explained to her 

this was not a fight.  (I have an Associates degree in Paralegal Studies and recently 

retired after 28 years as an Estate Administrator with SunTrust Bank.)  These court 

proceedings were simply on an insolvent estate proceeding.  The decedent had more 

debts than he had liquid assets, so the Court appointed an Administrator and all family 

members were notified that certain real estate holdings would be sold in order to pay the 

debts.  I have handled a few of these insolvent estates myself and found it interesting that 

the format and wording had changed very little in 150 years. 

 In reading through the documents, I noticed an error that was made in the 

interpretation of the documents.  As a result, this error has been passed from one person 

to another to the extent that most individuals have accepted it as a fact.  In John Jacob 

Eller and His Descendants, this error has also been recorded.  On Page 4 the children of 

Calvin and Rosannah are listed as (1) Elizabeth, (2) Jacob, (3) Archibald, (4) Calvin Jr., 

(5) Andrew Jackson, (6) Peter, (7) Joseph, (8) Mary A., (9) John Riley, (10) Fidelis, and 

(11) George Noah.   

The caption (heading) of the probate documents lists the names of the heirs at law 

as:  (1) Archibald, (2) Calvin, (3) Andrew, (4) Joseph, (5) Peter, (6) Fidelis, (7) George 

Noah, (8) Elizabeth, and (9) John Riley.  However, if you read the text of the documents 

you will find a fuller explanation of the relationships of these heirs at law.  Look at the 
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punctuation found in this excerpt:  ñ . . . to his children and grandchildren, to wit:  

Archibald Fore, George Noah & Elizabeth & John Riley, children of Jacob Fore who died 

in the lifetime of the father, Calvin Fore, Andrew Fore (who lives in the State of 

Georgia), Joseph Fore, Peter Fore & Fidelis Fore . . .ò  Based on this reading, George 

Noah, Elizabeth and John Riley Fore are Calvinôs grandchildren ï not children - as they 

are the children of the son, Jacob, who died before his father, Calvin. 

It is my determination that Calvin and Rosannah had 7 sons (Archibald, Calvin, 

Andrew, Joseph, Peter, Fidelis, and Jacob) and 1 daughter (Mary A.).  A review of the 

census records seem to support this determination.

The one daughter is not mentioned in the probate documents, but that could be the 

result of several factors.  Possibly Mary was gifted property prior to her fatherôs death 

and hence was not mentioned in these documents.  She could have passed away, having 

no children, before her fatherôs death.  Another factor to consider is the law at that time.  

Basically English common law was adopted by the U.S. and there were few provisions 

made for a woman to inherit property.  Typically during the early years of our nation, the 

only time a woman was named in her fatherôs will was if she was single or widowed; if 

she was married the inheritance could only vest in her husband.   I am not sure when a 

Married Womenôs Property Act was adopted by North Carolina, but these laws began in 

the mid 1800s and the last states adopted them around 1900. 

 

Based on review of the census records and the fuller reading of the probate documents, 

Calvin Fore and Rosannah Eller were the parents of 7 sons and 1 daughter:  (1) 

Archibald, (2) Calvin, (3) Andrew, (4) Joseph, (5) Peter, (6) Fidelis, (7) Jacob, and (8)
